Rule Bok. ALL HORSES MUST BE REGISTERED WITH AMHA.

2. Copies of BOTH sides of all registration papers must accpany entry forms. Gelding status must be reflected on
registration certificates for horses to be shown in gelding classes. Proof of vaccination for equine influenza and
equine viral Rhinopneumonitis, in the form of a vet bill or vaccination receipts, mst accompany the entry form.

If a leased horse is entered in the amateur classes, written verification of the lease from the AMHA office must
accompany entry form. Pending for a registration number will not be accepted by the AMHA this year.

WCMHC Policy on Sick Horses at Shows

In order for this policy to take effect, the show manager must receive at least three complaints from three separate exhibitors, each
accompanied by a $50 deposit, regarding the health of a horse present at the show.

If these complaints are received, representatives of the show committee must inform the owner of the horse in question that these
complaints have been received, and a aanineth fiorset Theeexam Wilbtake C «
place without the interference of the owner of the horse. If it is determined that the horse is sick and/or contagious, then the bill for the
vet will be paid for by the owner of the horse, and the deposits made by the complainants will be refunded. If it is determined that the
horse is not sick or contagious, the deposits made by the complainants will be used to pay the bill for the vet. It will be up to the show
committee in consultation with the vet to determine whether the horse will remain at the show, will remain at the show but be isolated
from the other horses, or will be asked to leave.

If a sick horse is already under veterinary medical care, it may attend the show if it is not contagious and the owner can produce a
statement from his or her veterinarian confirming the non contagious state of the horse.



CLASS DESCRIPTIONS

The following class descriptions have been condensed from the AMHA rule book and are intended to assist your general
understandings of the classes offered. Please refer to the 2010 AMHA rule book for specific definitions and rules.

SHOWMANSHIPEXxhibitor is judged on the way the horse is shown, and grooming of horse and handler. Patterns for each class will
be posted at the show. Hat, boots and gloves are required.

HALTER: Horses to be shown at a walk and trot. Horses are shown with all four feet flat on the ground and square or at least
one front and one rear cannon bone perpendicular to the ground. No whips, lighters, or crops allowed. No youth under I2rgea
allowed showing a stallion with the exception of weanling and yearling colts. Handlers are required to dress suitably foetthow

ring.

AMATEUR OWNED TRAINED EXHIBITED CLASSES (AQTi)horse exhibited by the AOTE must be trained, conditioned,

groomed and shown by the AOTE or a non professional family member. The owner or lessee of record must be recorded in the
AMHA office by January |, 2010 in order for the horse to be shown in AOTE classes for 2010. Once a horse has been declarég AO
that horse must show under the AOTE guidelines for one calendar year starting January I. Current year foals whose dams neet th
ownership or lease requirements on January | may be shown by the AOTE who would be eligible to show the dam. Exhibitor must
have an AMHA Amateur number. Please see the AMHA 2010 rule book for complete rules

AMATEUR CLASSES&t this show, we offer one Amateur class for each category. Level one and level two amateurs will show in the
same class with the AMHA recording the points or the level you have declared.

COLOR CLASSH%orses to be judged 80% on the natural color of the horse, and 20% on conformation. Horses will circle both ways
of the ring then be lined up head to tail. Multi Color classes open to pinto and appaloosa only with all other colors emtgsolid
color classes. Horses can be any age.

LIBERTY:Halter is removed from the horse and the horse works at liberty, to appropriate music (which must be supplied by ex-
hibitor on a labeled cassette tape),for | and I/2 minutes. Handler is allowed 1.5 minutes to catch the horse. Judged ole gyace,
animation, gaits, presence and ease of catching. Horse must be at least one year old. Two handlers are allowed in thevhiqg or
shakers are allowed but the horse must not be touched with aids or hands after the halter is removed.

ROADSTER Horses are shown in a roadster cart with stirrups and no basket. Driver must wear a jacket and cap to match, pat-
terned after racing silks. Gaits required are: Slow Jog Trot, Road Gait trot, and a fully extended Doindrot. Judged on prform-
ance, speed, quality and manners in that order. Horses must be at least three years of age.

Horses will drive a roadster driving class as above set forth, and if one horse has qualified with more than one driver, biturs

Gaits required are: Walk, Col-
lected Trot and Working Trot. Horses will be required to stand quietly and back readily. Judged on quality of performanegn-

CLASSIC PLEASURE DRIVINGassic Pleasure Driving is a single horse driving class, hitched to show cart with either wooden or
metal spoke wheels. A Basket is mandatory, Horse to be shown both directions in the arena at the Walk, Pleasure Trot, and th
Working Trot. Horse will enter counter clockwise at the Pleasure Trot. Horse will be required to stand quietly and back rebdi

Walk; A four beat, flatfooted and ground covering gait. Pleasure Trot; A two beat diagonal gait. Horse must demonstrate fremdo

of movement, be relaxed and easy going, demonstrating impulsion. Working Trot; A lengthening of stride from the Pleasuret.Tro
Horse must demonstrate freedom of movement. The ideal CLASSIC PLEASURE DRIVING horse shall be shown with light contact or
the reins at all times. Ideally neck carriage should remain low and head set by horse being on the bit and face perpendidoléne
ground. Stride should be sweeping and ground covering.
