   Entry under one Judge not permitted.  Entries close Friday, June 11, 2010.  
 
 Entries for horses not already entered by June 11th will be accepted until June 18, However the fee will be 
$45.00 per class ($20 for youth), and the entry may not appear in the program.   Any changes to entries for horses al-
ready entered in the Show will be accepted by the Show Secretary until 9 am of the day of the class. 
 
 Judges Evaluation Forms  will be available at the show office and will be included in the exhibitor packets. Exhibitor 
Packages will only be available AFTER  your horses have been measured.    A  PHOTOCOPY OF BOTH SIDES OF THE 
REGISTRATION PAPERS MUST ACCOMPANY THE ENTRY FOR EACH HORSE (PLEASE NO FAX PAPERS).  COPIES OF 
MEMBERSHIP CARDS, AMATEUR & YOUTH CARDS.     Applications for Cards will be available from the Show Steward.  
Each horse entered must provide proof of vaccinations. (See Rules and Regulations).

Sunday evening, and it is requested that horses and exhibitors remain until the close of the show.

RULES & REGULATIONS 

 
1.   Horses will be judged in accordance with the rules of AMHR. A copy of the rule book may be found in the show office with 
 the show manager.  It is the exhibitors responsibility to know the rules for the class/division in which they are showing.  
 
2.   This AMHR sanctioned show is open to any horse registered with the AMHR or IMHR and the exhibitor is able to 
 prove valid registration. 
 
3.  Copies of BOTH sides of all registration papers must accompany entry forms.  Gelding status must be reflected on  
 registration certificates for horses to be shown in gelding classes. Proof of vaccination for equine influenza and equine viral 
 Rhinopneumonitis, in the form of a vet bill or vaccination receipts, must accompany the entry form. If a leased horse is  
 entered  in the amateur classes, written verification of the lease from the AMHR office must accompany entry form.  A HORSE 

 WITH PENDING REGISTRATION WILL NOT BE SHOWN UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES WITHOUT  WRITTEN VERIFICATION OR DIRECT  
 VERBAL  VERIFICATION BY THE SHOW MANAGEMENT FROM THE AMHR.   

 
 
4.  Horses must not be shod.  No pads, wedges, chains, weights, ankle boots, elastic bands, shackles or any other artificial

 halter classes.  Whips are allowed in jumping classes only (not in hunter). 
 
5. Ribbons and all decorative appurtenances and stallion tack (excluding bits) are not allowed.  Braids in mane & forelock are 
 not allowed in halter conformation or performance classes.  Braiding optional in all driving classes.  Exception:  hunter & 
 jumper, halter obstacle & obstacle driving where braiding of manes & tails is permitted.  No farm, individual or horse names 
 may be displayed on an exhibitor, horse or vehicle except for the multiple hitch or draft harness classes. 
 
6. For rules concerning Youth exhibitors and the exhibiting of stallions, please refer to the current AMHR show rules.

8. Everyone is welcome to participate in this show, including the physically and mentally challenged. 
 
9. Dogs must be kept on a leash at all times.  
 
10.  Abuse of animals, show personnel or exhibitors will not be tolerated at this show such behavior will be grounds   
 for immediate disqualification.  No fees will be refunded. 

 
WCMHC Policy on Sick Horses at Shows 

 
In order for this policy to take effect, the show manager must receive at least three complaints from three separate exhibitors, each 
accompanied by a $50 deposit, regarding the health of a horse present at the show.  
 
If these complaints are received, representatives of the show committee must inform the owner of the horse in question that these

place without the interference of the owner of the horse. If it is determined that the horse is sick and/or contagious, then the bill for 
the vet will be paid for by the owner of the horse, and the deposits made by the complainants will be refunded. If it is determined 
that the horse is not sick or contagious, the deposits made by the complainants will be used to pay the bill for the vet. It will be up to 
the show committee in consultation with the vet to determine whether the horse will remain at the show, will remain at the show 
but be isolated from the other horses, or will be asked to leave.  
 
If a sick horse is already under veterinary medical care, it may attend the show if it is not contagious and the owner can produce a 
statement from his or her veterinarian confirming the non contagious state of the horse. 
 

 



CLASS DESCRIPTIONS 
 

These descriptions are in no way meant to replace the actual valid AMHR rule book.  They are provided to assist newcomers and spectators.  

Please refer to the rule book for more detail on the class requirements and for the actual rules. 

 

YOUTH CLASSES:  Open to individuals who have not attained 18 as of December 1st of the current year of competition.  Youth do not 

need to be members of AMHR, but do not receive points from the show if they are not a member.   

 

AMATEUR CLASSES:  Open to any individual who is eligible and holds a current AMHR Amateur card.  The horse must be owned or 

formally leased by the person showing in the amateur class.  Amateur cards must be presented at the show office to be eligible to show in 

these classes, can be purchased at the show if you already have a current AMHR membership.  Purchasing an amateur card at the show is 

$10 (u.s. funds)  

 

HALTER:  Horses are shown in hand at a walk and trot.  Horses are to stand with all 4 feet flat on the ground and square or at least one 

front and rear cannon bone perpendicular to the ground.  Stretched horses are penalized.   In the case of two animals being considered equal, 

the higher placement shall be awarded to the smaller animal. 

 

HALTER CHAMPIONSHIPS:  This class includes the 1st and 2nd place winners from the appropriate age and height divisions.  The Junior 

and the Senior Grand Champions shall compete for Champion of Champion honors.  

 

CHAMPION OF CHAMPIONS:  This individual is selected from among the Grand Champion Stallion, Mare and Gelding. 

 

MODEL CLASS:  The model class for each sex shall be the first class shown for that sex.  It is judged 100% on conformation and the 

horses are never asked to move.  Horses must be at least 2 years old.  
 
 

COLOR CLASS:  Horses are judged 80% on color and 20% on conformation.  Horses in color classes are circled both ways of the ring to 

provide the judges an opportunity to view both sides of the animals.  Multicolor classes are open to pinto & appaloosa marked horses.  Solid 

color classes are open to all non-patterned colors.   

 

SHOWMANSHIP:  The horse is shown in hand, but the exhibitor is being judged on the manner in which the animal is shown, groomed & 

fitted.  The conformation traits of the horse are not a factor in these classes.  Hats, boots & gloves are mandatory. 

 

HALTER OBSTACLE:  The horse is shown in hand, and is judged 100% on its performance over a given course of obstacles.  The horse 

must be two years or older. 

 

OBSTACLE DRIVING:  The horse is driven (cart & harness) through a course of obstacles.  The cart may be 2 or 4 wheeled, with a basket. 

 

HUNTER:  Horses are judged on their style, manners and way of going over fences.  Exhibitors are not allowed to go over the jumps, whips 

are NOT permitted.  Horses must be 3 years of age or older.  Jumps are to be a minimum of 12ò and a maximum of 24ò. 

 
PLEASURE  DRIVING:  Horses shown in these classes are 3 years or older.  Horses are shown in 2 wheeled vehicles with basket in Open 

Pleasure Driving & Youth Pleasure Driving.  Horses are shown both ways of the arena and judged at the walk, collected trot and working 

tort.  Horses enter the ring counter clockwise at the collected trot, they should stand quietly when asked to and rein back. Gaits in pleasure 

driving should be natural and not artificially enhanced.  Horses CANNOT cross entries with any Country Pleasure Driving Class.   

 

COUNTRY PLEASURE DRIVING:  Age & vehicle requirements, entry into the arena are the same as in pleasure driving.  Horses are 

judged on attitude, manners, performance, quality & conformation IN THAT ORDER.  High action must be penalized.  Horses to be shown 

at a walk, pleasure trot & working trot.  Horses CANNOT cross enter to any open pleasure driving class.  

 

WESTERN COUNTRY PLEASURE DRIVING:  Is to be shown in a two wheeled cart only.  Bike tires or wooden wheels are permissible.  

Horses are judged on Performance, Manners and way of going, quality & conformation.  Excessive knee action and speed to be penalized.  

Western Country Pleasure driving  horse MAY NOT cross enter into Country Pleasure , Pleasure or Park Harness. 

 

ROADSTER:  Horses are shown with a stirruped bike, no basket and mandatory tire guards.  Horses are to be 3 years or older.  The Exhibi-

tors are dressed in racing silks, horses enter the ring at the jog trot in a clockwise direction. Horses are shown at 3 speeds: the slow jog trot, 

the road gait and a full extended drive on trot.  Horses are not asked to rein back.  

 



 

 

STAKE CLASSES:  These classes will be known as Championship Classes.   1st place will be champion, 2nd place will be reserve cham-

pion.  Stake classes are placed to 5th.  A horse must have entered, been shown and judged in a qualifying class in order to participate in the 

corresponding stake class. 

 
LIBERTY:  Liberty class is exactly what the name implies.  The horseôs halter is taken off and the horse is then allowed to be at liberty in 

the ring  (to the handlerôs choice of music) for 1 İ minutes.  Two handlers are allowed in the ring with the horse.  Additional assistance 

from outside the ring will result in disqualification of the horse.  Horses must be at least 1 year old.  Whips are allowed, but the horse cannot 

be touched after the halter has been removed.  After the 1 ½ minute liberty period, the exhibitor (the handler with their # on) has 2 minutes 

to catch  & halter the horse.  A cassette tape (set to go) or a CD must be turned into the show office well before the class begins.  Show 

management is not responsible for any malfunction with the music, anybody not having their music turned in for the class will have music 

provided  by the management (not the music of another competitor).
